IV. BANKING SERVICES PRESENTATION
Bravera Bank Representative Becca Vogel explained operating lines of credit, online banking, wire services, remote deposits, digital services, ach, remote deposits which are all maintained locally. There are no fees for transitioning to Bravera Bank and no annual credit card fees. A safe deposit box is provided free of charge. Becca Vogel provided company references that utilize Bravera Bank. 

Dacotah Bank Representatives Kyle Klein, Jesse Carlson and Fiscoe Erdahl. Jessie Carlson gave an overview of Dacotah Banks history, banking, and financial services. Dacotah bank can provide online banking, ACH, online wire transfers and positive pay services. A 1.5% cash back feature on purchases is included with credit cards. Positive pay fraud protection is provided with a $45 fee per month. Checking, Business Checking and Money Market accounts are 110% FDIC insured. 

V. MANAGER’S REPORT
· Airport Manager Kelly Braun and Engineer Rod Senn are working on federal and state grant applications. State grant funding will be requested at approximately $1,978,000 for ARFF (Aircraft Rescue and Firefighting) vehicle procurement, turnout gear, building expansion and design, new terminal, Runway 14/32 & Taxiway A pavement markings and weather camera system. The list will be evaluated to ensure accuracy before submitting the grant applications.
· Engineer Rod Senn stated annual entitlements from federal funding will be used for the new terminal design. BIL funding will be used toward ARFF building expansion and a portion toward the new terminal design. 
· Airport Manager Braun stated the airport is next in line to receive the FAA weather camera systems. An interactive weather camera can be viewed at faa.gov website. The plan is to install it on the airport’s beacon.
· The Essential Air Service contract is up at the end of September. DOT (Department of Transportation) solicited bids and received one bid from SkyWest Airlines. SkyWest offered the same service that is currently being provided. The proposal is for three years instead of a two-year cycle. Comments on the proposal need to be provided to the DOT before April 11th. 
· Airport Manager Braun explained the terminal briefing information to the board regarding new terminal funding. Non-traditional legacy funding will be solicited from the state governor budget to include three projects, for Dickinson, Grand Forks, and Fargo Airports. 
· Airport Operations Supervisor Wagner stated the Oshkosh snow removal equipment was working fine for about an hour then the hydraulic pump and power steering failed in the last snow event. The new MB5 snow removal equipment had a def injector issue but was fixed.

VI. ENGINEER’S REPORT
· Mead & Hunt Engineer, Rod Senn reported the cable tray for the localizer has been ordered but not been delivered. FAA will install the cable tray once it arrives.
· The FAA AGIS data is being updated and FAA has requested aerial photography associated with the FAA AGIS be submitted with the data. The process should be complete by the end of the year.
· There are three open reimbursable agreements currently. The request will be to reallocate the remaining funding for the terminal project. 
· Taxiway A Lighting remaining items of work include topsoil placement and seeding. The flight check was rescheduled for next week Thursday and Friday due to an aircraft issue. 
· Terminal and Concept Budget report has been submitted to FAA. FAA approved the terminal design but has not approved the civil, apron and parking lot access road. 
· Delivery of the ARFF vehicle is February 2025. 
· ARFF Expansion: A meeting will be held regarding the design of the ARFF building. ARFF building plans were scaled back due to the existing geothermal field and budget. 
· The pavement marking project will be advertised for bid opening at the end of March.
